• Initiated the Heron Habitat Helpers (HHH) groups with co-leads, Heidi Carpine and 
Donna Kostka – and began to recruit volunteers.

• Became a Committee of Friends of Discovery Park.

• Met with Seattle Parks Department to set priorities and organize help.

• Received a $10,000 Small and Simple Grant from Seattle's Department of Neighborhoods.

• Interviewed consultants to take over work on the “Kiwanis Ravine Management and 
Monitoring Plan/Report” (KRMMP).

• Conducted a reconaissance of Kiwanis Ravine to identify dump sites and problems.

• Conducted “ivy out” work parties in Kiwanis Ravine.

• Sponsored Kiwanis Ravine/heron tours for a number of dignitaries.

• Met with developers of the 4646 - 36th Ave. W. nursing home property to achieve 
protection for the herons and their habitat.
